262 A1l who believe in God and the Last
Day, and do righteousness, will have their
reward with their Lord. They will have no
fear, nor will they grieve.

279 Woe to those who write a book with
their own hands then say, “This is from
God,” in order to sell it for a small price!

21 They say, “None will enter Par-
adise unless he is a Jew or a Christian.”
12T fact, whoever submits himself wholly
to God and does good will have his reward
with his Lord.

2135 They say, “Become Jews or Chris-
tians, then you will be rightly guided.”
136 Say, “We believe in God, and the revela-
tion given to us, and to Abraham, Ishmael,
[saac, Jacob, and their descendants, and
the revelation given to Moses, Jesus, and
the prophets from their Lord. We make
no distinction between any of them, and
we submit to Him.”

2153 Believers, seek help through pa-
tience and prayer. For God is with the
steadfast.

2172 Believers, eat the good things We
have provided for you, and be grateful to
God, if it is Him you worship.

217 Righteousness is not turning your
faces towards east or west, but right-
eousness is one who believes in God, the
Last Day, the angels, the Book, and the
prophets; who gives of his wealth, even
though he loves it, to relatives, orphans,
the needy, the traveler, beggars, and for
freeing slaves; who are steadfast in pray-
er, and spend in charity; who keep their
promises, and are patient in poverty, ad-
versity, and during battle. These ones are
true, and conscious of God.

2:180 When death approaches any of you
and he leaves behind wealth, it is pre-
scribed that he make a proper bequest
to parents and near relatives. This is a
duty for those conscious of God. '8! If any-
one alters the bequest after hearing it, the
sin is on them: God hears and knows all.

2183 Believers, fasting is prescribed for
you, as it was for those before you, that
you may become conscious of God. ¥ Fast
for a specific number of days, but if you
are sick or traveling, make up the days
later. Those who can only fast with dif-
ficulty may feed a poor person instead.
Whoever volunteers to give more, it’s bet-
ter for him. '®In the month of Ramadan
the Qur’an was revealed as a guidance for
mankind, as a clear sign of that guidance,
and as judgment between right and wrong.
So whoever is present during that month
should fast. God wants ease for you, not
hardship; and perhaps you will be grateful.

2188 Don’t consume one another’s prop-
erty unjustly, nor use it to bribe judges,
intending to consume some of the property
of others sinfully and knowingly.

2215 Whatever you spend in charity
should be for parents, close relatives, or-
phans, the poor, and for travelers. What-
ever good you do, God knows it well.

2216 You may dislike something that’s
good for you, and love something that’s
bad for you. God knows and you do not.

2219 They ask you about wine and gam-
bling. Say, “In them is great sin, yet some
benefit, but the sin is greater than the
benefit.” They ask you how much they
should give. Say, “The excess.” 22 They
ask you about orphans. Say, “Improving
their condition is best. God knows who
spoils things and who improves them. If
God had wished, He could have put you
into difficulties.”

2221 Don’t marry idolatrous women un-
til they believe. A slave who believes is bet-
ter than an idolatress, even if she pleases
you. These invite you to the fire.

2:238 Strictly guard your habit of prayers.
Stand before God in devout obedience.
Z91f you're in danger, pray walking or
riding, but when you’re secure, remember
God, for He taught you what you didn’t
know.

2256 There shall be no compulsion in
religion. The right path has become clear
from the wrong. Whoever rejects false
gods and believes in God has grasped the
most trustworthy handhold that never
breaks.

2261 Those who spend their wealth in
God’s cause are like a grain of corn which
grows seven ears, and each ear has a hun-
dred grains. 252 Those who spend their
wealth in God’s cause will have their re-
ward with their Lord: they’ll have no fear,
nor will they grieve.

2263 Kind words and forgiveness are
better than charity followed by injury.
264 Believers, don’t cancel your charity
with reminders of your generosity or with
injury, like those who spend their wealth
to be seen of men, but don’t believe in God
or the Last Day. They’re like a smooth
rock with dust on it. Heavy rain falls,
leaving it bare. They're unable to keep
anything they’ve earned. God doesn’t
guide disbelievers. 2% Those who spend
their wealth seeking to please God are like
a garden on high ground. Heavy rain falls,
yielding a double harvest. If heavy rain
doesn’t fall, light rain will.

2:267 Believers, give from the good things
you've earned. Don’t give from what’s bad,
when you yourselves would only accept it
if your eyes were closed.

2268 Satan threatens you with pover-
ty and orders you to commit immorali-
ty. God promises you His forgiveness and
bounty.

2:270 Whatever you give, or vow to give,



God knows it. But the wrongdoers will
have no helpers. 2™ If you disclose your
charity, it’s good, but if you conceal it and
give it to the poor, it’s better for you. It
will atone for some of your bad deeds.

2212 Whatever charity you give benefits
your own soul when you do it only to seek
the face of God. Whatever you give will
be repaid to you in full, and you won’t
be wronged. 7 Give to the poor who're
wholly occupied in God’s cause, unable to
travel in the land for work. The unknow-
ing might think they are rich because of
their restraint, but you’ll recognize them
because they don’t beg persistently. What-
ever good you give, be assured that God
knows it.

227 Those who give of their possessions
by night and by day, privately and public-
ly, will have their reward with their Lord:
they’ll have no fear, nor will they grieve.
27" Those who believe, do good works, are
steadfast in prayer, and spend in chari-
ty, will have their reward with their Lord:

2282 When you contract a debt for a
specified term, write it down. Let the
debtor write and not diminish what he
owes. Bring two witnesses. They must not
refuse when called to testify. Don’t dis-
dain to write down your contract, whether
it’s small or large, along with the time
it falls due: this is more just with God,
more reliable as evidence, and more like-
ly to prevent doubt between you. If it’s
an immediate trade, there’s no blame if
you don’t write it down. Have witnesses
present when you trade with one another.

33 He sent down to you the Book with
the truth, confirming what went before it.

4 as a guidance for the people.

3:14 Alluring to men is the love of their

desires: women, children, heaping trea-
sures of gold and silver, fine horses, cattle,
and farmland. These are pleasures of life
in this world, but with God is the best
place to return.

392You'll only attain true piety if you
give out of what you love. Whatever you
give, truly, God knows it.

3137 Situations similar to yours have
happened before: travel through the earth
and see how it ended for the disbelievers.

3:156 Believers, don’t say of your broth-
ers who traveled or went out to fight, “If
they had stayed with us, they wouldn’t
have died.” This will become a source of
regret in your hearts.

42 Give orphans their property. Don’t
replace their good things with your bad
things, nor consume their property togeth-
er with your own.

45 Don’t entrust your property to the
weak-minded. God made it a means of
support for you, but feed and clothe them
with it, and speak to them with kindness.

46 Test orphans until they reach mar-
riageable age. If they have sound judg-
ment, release their property to them.
Don’t consume it wastefully or hastily
before they grow up. If the guardian is
wealthy, he should take no compensation.
If he’s poor, he should use only what is rea-
sonable. When you release their property
to them, bring witnesses.

47 Men and women shall each have a
share of what parents and close relatives



leave, whether the property is small or
large. 81If other relatives, or orphans, or
poor are present during the division, then
give them something from the estate, and
speak to them with kindness. ? Let execu-
tors have the same fear in their minds as
if they had left helpless children behind.
Let them fear God, and speak justly.

418 Repentance has no effect for those
who continue to do evil until death con-
fronts them and they say, “Now I repent.”

419 Believers, you are forbidden to in-
herit women against their will. Don’t treat
your wives harshly. Live with them in kind-
ness. If you dislike them, it may be that
you dislike something in which God has
placed much good.

422 Don’t marry women whom your fa-
thers married, 2 women who are close rel-
atives, your wet nurses, your milk sisters,
your wives’ mothers, your stepdaughters,
those whom your sons married, two sisters
at the same time, 2* and women already
married. All other women are lawful to
you, provided that you seek them in mar-
riage, with dower from your property, de-
siring marriage not fornication.

429 Believers, don’t consume one an-
other’s wealth unjustly, but let there be
trade by mutual consent. Don’t kill your-
selves or one another, for God is merciful
to you.

431 If you avoid the great sins, We will
remove your minor sins, and admit you
through the entrance of honor. 32 Don’t
covet what God has bestowed more freely
on some than on others. Men and women
receive a share of what they earn.

436 Worship God, and join nothing
with Him. Do good to parents, relatives,
orphans, the poor, neighbors, the com-
panion by your side, and travelers. God
doesn’t like the arrogant, the boastful,

37the stingy; those who command oth-
ers to be stingy, hiding the bounty God
has given them; 3% those who spend their
wealth to be seen by men, and don’t be-
lieve in God nor the Last Day. 3° What
harm would it do them to believe in God
and the Last Day, and to spend out of
what God has provided them? °God
wrongs no one in the least degree. If there
is a good deed, He doubles it, and gives a
great reward.

458 God commands you to return what
you’ve been entrusted to its rightful own-
er. When you judge between people, do so
with justice. ®® Believers, obey God, the
Messenger, and those in authority among
you.

485 Whoever intercedes for a good
cause will share in its reward. Whoev-
er intercedes for an evil cause will share
in its burden.

486 When offered a greeting, respond
with a better one, or at least its equal.
God takes account of everything.

495 God prefers the believers who strive
with their wealth and lives over those who
sit—other than the disabled. Although He
has promised good to all of them, those
who strive receive a greater reward than
those who sit.

497 The angels ask, “What was your sit-
uation?” They reply, “We were oppressed
in the land.” The angels respond, “Wasn’t
God’s earth spacious enough for you to mi-
grate elsewhere?” 1% Whoever emigrates
for God’s cause will find abundance on
the earth, and many places of refuge. If
he then dies as a refugee, his reward from
God is certain.

4101 When you travel, it’s no sin to
shorten your prayers, if you fear that dis-
believers may attack you. 1% When you've
completed the prayer, remember God:



standing, sitting, and lying down. Once
you're secure, reestablish regular prayer,
for prayer is mandatory for believers at
specific times.

410 One who does evil or wrongs him-
self, but then asks God for forgiveness, will
find God is forgiving and merciful. 12 But
if one sins then blames an innocent person,
he burdens himself with a slander and a
flagrant sin.

4123 Anyone who does wrong will be
repaid accordingly and will find no protec-
tor or helper besides God. '2* Any believer,
male or female, who does good deeds will
enter heaven, and will not receive the least
injustice.

4129You’ll never be able to treat your
wives with perfect fairness, however much
you may want to, but don’t favor one com-
pletely so as to leave another hanging.

Otherwise
you will become like them: God will gather
the hypocrites and disbelievers in hell.

4142 When hypocrites stand to pray,
they stand lazily, to be seen of men, re-
membering God only a little, 143 wavering
between this and that, belonging to nei-
ther these nor those.

4148 God does not like evil to be men-
tioned in public, except by the one who
was wronged. God hears and knows all.

149 Whether you do good openly or private-
ly, or pardon an evil, God is forgiving and
powerful.

4163 N[uhammad, we’ve sent you revela-
tion as We did to Noah and the prophets af-
ter him: Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob,
Jesus, Job, Jonah, Aaron, and Solomon;
to David We gave the Psalms; 1%4to oth-
er messengers We've mentioned before; to
others We haven’t mentioned; and to Mo-
ses God spoke directly.

2 Some people shut you out of the Sa-
cred Mosque. Don’t let your hatred for
them lead you to transgress. Help one an-
other in righteousness and piety, but don’t
help one another in sin and aggression.
Fear God, for God is severe in punishment.

T Remember God’s blessing on you.
Fear God, for He knows all the secrets
of your heart. 8 Believers, be steadfast in
devotion to God, as impartial witnesses.
Don’t let hatred of others lead you away
from justice. Be just: that is nearer to
piety. ? God has promised forgiveness and
a great reward to those who believe and
do good works.

535 Believers, fear God, seek ways to
come closer to Him, and strive in His cause
that you may prosper.

5:38 Clut off the hands of thieves as rec-
ompense for what they have done: a de-
terrent from God. 3 But whoever repents
after his crime and makes amends, God
will accept his repentance, for God is for-
giving and merciful.

544 We revealed the Torah containing
guidance and light. #°In it we ordained
a life for a life, an eye for an eye, and
similar retribution for wounds.

Satan only wants to use intoxi-
cants and gambling to cause enmity and
hatred among you, and to hinder you from
remembering God and prayer.

5:106 Believers, when making bequests
as death approaches you, let there be two
honest witnesses.

67 Muhammad, even if We had sent
you a message written on paper, and the
disbelievers had touched it with their
hands, they would have said, “This is
nothing but obvious magic!” & They say,
“Why was no angel sent down to him?”
Had We sent down an angel, their judg-
ment would have come at once, without
respite. ? Even if We had sent an angel,
We would have sent him as a man, adding
to their confusion.

6:164 Fvery soul is responsible for its
own actions, and no one bears another’s
burden. You'll all return to your Lord in
the end, and He'll clarify that on which
you used to differ.

3 Believers, follow the revelation to
you from your Lord, and follow no masters
other than Him.

7204 When the Qur’an is recited, pay
attention and listen silently that you may
receive mercy. 2%°In the mornings and
evenings, remember your Lord inwardly,
with humility, reverence, and a quiet voice.
